Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
"The Lord sits enthroned over the flood; the Lord is enthroned as King forever" (Psalms 29:10). 
Greetings from the flooding Midwest! Thanks for your mails and calls. In Missouri, only the cities along the 
Mississippi River suffered from the flood. We are very far away from them. Although CWC has about 2000 
feet of frontage on the Lake of the Ozarks, we are well protected by God. Floods have never been our 
problem. All of our buildings except a "Lake House" are all 30 feet above the flood line. However almost 
every other day since May we have had severe thunder storms. A little too often we have lost the electricity 
or phone connection. In the areas we ministered, such as Cedar Rapids and Iowa City in Iowa, they had 
severe floods. The brothers and sisters we know did not suffer from it. But please remember those whose 
houses were destroyed by the flood. May the loving care hands of God be with them.  
Thank God for the great blessing in the past Youth Discipleship Training, June 8-14. 46 Junior and Senior 
High School youth plus ten counselors and cabin leaders joined this Camp. We thank God for enough cabin 
leaders, counselors, coordinators, and speakers, and other workers. Even this year had breaking-record 
attendance, the spiritual atmosphere was the best among all the Youth Camps we recall. From the sharing of 
those youths, they learned a lot not only formally from the classes, mission trip, activities but also from the 
living books, our counselors and speakers. Many decided to come back next year. We thank God for this. 
A. Meetings: 
(1) August Bible Camp - will be held from July 27 to August 2. We will study The Books of Wisdom. The 



speakers are Pastor Chin-Yen Cheng and Mrs. Lily Lin. Beside students, many working brothers and sisters 
have applied to come. At the due date, June 10, fifty-five adults have turned in their application forms, plus 
almost 30 kids. In some campuses began preparing for the Bible Camp from in January. Now the campers are 
completing the last stage, writing reports. Please pray for wisdom for the students and for their advisors this 
month. The due date to turn in the report is July 15. The Bible Camp's purpose is to develop a Bible-reading 
life. If you miss this time, you still have another chance by with the August Discipleship Training (see below) 
or the January Bible Camp, January 4 to 10, 2009 when we will study the Books of Daniel and Revelation.  

This is the best opportunity to 
prepare believers (students, staff and faculty) to start to serve God in the new fall semester. Dr. Sam Tseng, 
President of the Overseas Theological Seminary, in San Jose, California, and Rev. Paul Ho, Pastor in US, 
Hong Kong for many years and currently is the Executive Director of the Golden Lampstand Publishing 
Society, will be our speakers. Some topics include: The Book of Judges, Living the Successful Christian Life, 
Paul's Letters Made Easy, and How to Serve the Lord and How to Walk with the Lord, etc. The application 
forms will be posted on the web and also mailed to each fellowship and the church soon. Please start to 
prepare your hearts.
