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弟兄姊妹主內平安：

2009即將成為歷史。毫無疑問的, 許多人會認為2009年是他們所經歷過最糟糕的一年。充滿了經濟的動蕩、危險的環境、能源的危機及天然災害。神的恩典托住我們渡過這一年。每一天我們都在感謝與讚美中渡過。因為當我們仰望祂時, 最壞的情況也能化成祝福。時光飛逝, 生命也如飛而去。我們不能不問自己： 我是正快步朝著這滅亡的世界而去？ 還是向著神而奔跑？ 

我們也留意到2009年對校園福音事工來說是具有挑戰的一年。由於美國的經濟不景氣, 許多州立大學開始向國外招募大學部的學生。我們所服事的美中一些較小的大學, 在過去常只有不到廿位的中國學生, 今年卻有約300個中國學生來到! 這些學生大部分都很年輕且來自較富裕的家庭。耶穌說：「駱駝穿過針的眼, 比財主進神的國還容易呢!」 祂還說：「財主進天國是難的」。要向這些經濟較富裕的學生傳福音是有些難處，但他們對於那些用錢買不到的東西：例如我們持續的關懷、從神來的智慧、和耐心、對他們還是有幫助的。
因此， 2010年對學生事工是關鍵性的一年。許多人已經在問：「我們當如何幫助這些新生? 」 最好的方法便是藉著關懷帶領他們信耶穌。一旦他們接受了基督, 就立即幫助他們靈命成長：作門徒、 再帶領他們進入他們的同學中服事主。當一些人成為學生中的領袖後, 他們的見證、榜樣和鼓勵將會帶領許多其他的同學, 不單接受主, 同時也能成為基督的門徒。 若這樣的方式成為一種運動, 學生事工將會是結實纍纍。 我們預估在未來的年日中, 越來越多的學生將會來到美國求學。若我們能為主栽培學生，使他們成為門徒及領袖, 那麼許多校園裡的學生事工，在未來幾年中將有光明的前景。

2010年對基督工人中心的事工也是相當重要的一年。在本地訓練門徒及領袖很重要, 因為唯有藉著領袖與門徒的訓練, 才能使基督徒領袖的人數倍增。基督工人中心一週的門徒訓練，常常相當於本地教會一學期的訓練。有時基督工人中心密集的訓練比一學期的訓練還要有效； 因為一旦學員們抵達中心, 他們就將放下一切使他們分心的事物, 專心學習神的話。學生們在校園只有幾年的時間, 我們強烈的認為：如果我們栽培他們的速度比他們畢業的速度還慢, 我們將失去贏得他們歸主的機會¸ 如此學生工作將會失敗；但如果我們繼續且穩定的訓練他們, 學生事工將會有蓬勃的發展。我們相信神會使用基督工人中心的門徒與同工訓練營來裝備各校園未來的同工。請為神能使用這些營會在各地帶動許多人的復興而禱告，也請為能有更多的人樂意來參加門徒訓練裝備自己服事神代禱。

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Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
The year of 2009 will soon move from headlines to history. Undoubtedly, many people will consider 2009 one of their worst years. It has been filled with economic crashes, environmental danger, energy crises and natural disasters. God’s grace carries us through. Every day we live is a day of thanksgiving and praise to God. As we look upon Him, the worst events will become blessings. Time flies. This life flies. We cannot help but ask ourselves: are we running fast toward this perishing world, or are we running toward God?
We also notice that the year of 2009 was a challenging year for campus ministry. In the United States, because of the bad economy, many state universities started to recruit many more undergraduate students from overseas. Previously some smaller Midwestern universities we serve had fewer than 20 Chinese students. This year they had around 300 Chinese students! Most of these students are young and are from wealthier families. Jesus said, “It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.” He also said, “a rich man shall hardly enter into the kingdom of heaven.” It is harder to reach those richer students. They do respond to some things their money can’t buy: much more loving care, wisdom, and patience. 

So, the year of 2010 will be a crucial year for student ministry. Many people already are asking: “How can we help those new students?” The best way to reach them is to lead them to Christ. As soon as they accept Christ, we help them grow spiritually, disciple them, then lead them to serve the Lord among their peer student groups. When some of them become leaders of the student groups, their witness, their examples and their encouragement will lead many others not only to accept the Lord, but also to become disciples of Christ. If this becomes a movement, student ministry will be truly fruitful. We estimate that in the coming years, there will be more and more new students coming to the United States to study. If we can build up students for Christ and make some of them disciples and leaders, then future years will be a bright ministry on many campuses. 

The year of 2010 will be important for the ministry of the Christian Witness Center. Training disciples and leaders in local campuses is important. Leadership and Discipleship training will multiply the Christian leaders. One week of Discipleship Training in the Christian Witness Center often is equivalent to one semester of training in the local churches. Sometimes the concentrated CWC training has more effect than semester-long study, for once students arrive at the Center, they set aside all distractions and focus on studying the Word of God. Students stay on college campuses for only a few years. We strongly feel that if our pace of building them in Christ is slower than their graduation rate, we will lose the chance to win them to Christ. Then the student ministry will fail. If we can train them steadily and continuously, campus ministry booms. We believe that the Lord will use the Discipleship and Coworker training in the Christian Witness Center to build up future coworkers in all the campuses. Please pray that the Lord will use these camps to bring revival to many people and many places. Please also pray that more people will become willing to come to prepare themselves for the ministry of God.
